Abstract. The article presents historical background for a better understanding of the
nature of Poland-Russia-Ukraine relations. The Russian-Ukrainian conflict is highlighted as a
threat to the European security system. In this context, Ukraine-Poland cooperation has
considered the protective element of European collective security. The following methods and
approaches were used in the study: a systemic approach that provided an opportunity to
consider the phenomenon of the subject as a whole; and induction and deduction techniques, a
problem-historical method, and the method of comparison by which the Russian-Polish and
Ukrainian-Polish relations are analyzed.
