During 1991, Mongolia
signed an Agreement on the Promotion and Reciprocal Protection of Investments with Germany and
France, an Agreement on Economic Cooperation with the United Kingdom, cooperation programs
with the GDR, and grants and loans continued after German unification. The Prime Minister of
Mongolia paid visits to France, Germany, Belgium, and the EU headquarters in Brussels.
