Under the periodization of historical science, the formation and development of
historical thought, understand the scientific method, which provides a system of
procedures, techniques, methods aimed at highlighting in the historiographical process
of the most important epochs, periods, stages by common features and criteria.

The period in historiography is a conditionally separate period of time in the
historiographical process, which is characterized by a number of common features,
differences and features in comparison with other periods; has its beginning and
relative completion [1].

What criteria of periodization are we talking about in Ukrainian historiography?

First, these are the most important frontiers of world and Ukrainian history.

Second, the emergence of fundamentally new phenomena in social, scientific,
cultural, ideological and spiritual life, which changed or significantly affected the
nature and content of historical knowledge, historical thought (the birth of writing, the
formation of ancient Ukrainian statehood, the introduction of Christianity, the
development of printing, education, photos, sound recordings, etc.).

Third, it is the emergence of new historical works that have become an important
milestone in the formation of historical thought. This is the appearance of the Kyiv
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Chronicle, «Tales of Past Years», Cossack Chronicles, «History of the Rusy, «History
of Ukraine — Rus» by M. Hrushevsky, etc. [2, p. 45-78].

Fourth, the establishment of centers and societies, scientific institutions of historical
science, historical schools, the formation of currents and new directions of historical
thought, the emergence of new historical journals and publications, and so on [3, p. 35].

Applying these and other criteria of periodization, we can outline eight main
periods of development of Ukrainian historical thought and science.

Their origins date back to Christian times, when the minds of ancient Ukrainians
had the simplest, often primitive ideas in the form of myths, legends, legends, other
genres of oral art, memorization of events and facts, their oral transmission [4, p. 35].

Thus, it 1s possible to state the appearance in Ukraine of new historical publications
that make up the analysis and historiographical understanding of Ukrainian history from
the point of view of the present. Their conclusions confirm the emergence and approval of
anew vision of the development of the Ukrainian people, its significant contribution to the
struggle for freedom and independence in the context of world history, which has a positive
effect on the formation of a new historical consciousness.
