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UKRAINE-GEORGIA BILATERAL RELATIONS  

Анотація. Грузія та Україна мають дипломатичні стосунки із часів середньовіччя. Однак вна-
слідок їхнього звільнення з-під радянського впливу обидві нації дедалі зростали культурно та політич-
но. Після цього Грузія та Україна вважали одна одну стратегічними партнерами завдяки спільній 
історії та досвіду. Так само, з тими ж завданнями та цілями. Дослідження двосторонніх відносин 
України та Грузії є вирішальним, оскільки важливо бачити паралелі між цими двома країнами, краї-
нами, які мають спільного ворога та спільних партнерів. Тридцять років тому були здійснені перші 
узгоджені зусилля для покращення зв’язків між двома країнами. Українські Національні Асамблеї 
закликали добровольців приєднатися до УНСО-Арго, новоствореної військової організації, на яку по-
кладено допомогу грузинським силам у боротьбі проти підтримуваних Росією абхазьких повстанців 
під час війни в Абхазії в 1992 р. УНСО-Арго було відправлено до Абхазії разом із 150 солдатами, які 
дислокуються в різних місцях, і в Сухумі також [1]. Україна виявила бажання підтримати Грузію 
під час війни в Абхазії. Це можна вважати першим прикладом активної співпраці двох дружніх країн.

This might be considered the first instance of active cooperation be-
tween two friendly countries. 
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Under President Shevardnadze, relations between Georgia and Ukraine were 

quite normal, neither active nor overly passive. However, relations have visibly 

strengthened under President Saakashvili. Georgia and Ukraine gradually abandoned 

their prior Soviet paths after the 2003 Rose and 2004 Orange revolutions, and began 

actively seeking integration into Western institutions. In addition, a large number of 

Georgians arrived in Kyiv to support Viktor Yushchenko. Presidents Mikheil Saaka-

shvili and Viktor Yushchenko's close friendship has also contributed significantly to 

the two nations' political unification.  

In 2015, the President of Ukraine appointed the former President of Georgia Mi-

kheil Saakashvili as the Governor of Odessa, which led to the deterioration of rela-

tions between Georgia and Ukraine. The reason for this was the policy of the newly 

elected government of Georgia. Georgian Dream did not support the appointment of 

Mikheil Saakashvili as governor of Odessa. Also, for this reason, Ukraine did not 

have an ambassador to Georgia for several years [2]. 

In November 2016, after Saakashvili resigned as governor of Odessa, diplomatic 

relations between the two nations started to improve. But it did not last long. At the 

end of February 2022, the Prime Minister of Georgia did not express clear support for 

Ukraine when Russia declared war on Ukraine. The Prime Minister also noted that 

Georgia would not join the sanctions imposed on Ukraine. However, the Georgian 

people actively protested the government's decision.  

Ukraine is a friendly country for the Georgian people, despite the government's 

decision, many people are protesting against the Russian aggression against Ukraine, 

because it is easy to draw parallels between Georgia and Ukraine, the Georgian people 

know what Russian aggression means. Finally, Ukraine and Georgia are two coun-

tries with the same past and aspirations, I hope that the relations will be strong and 

friendly for the future.
