Abstract. The article analyzes the response of the European Union to the aggressive war of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine in the context of compliance with European values, and the impact of this res-
ponse on the future of the organization. The methodological basis of the study is the case method. The Euro-
pean Union, due to internal contradictions, lack of solidarity and cohesion, as well as giving priority to the
national interests of member states over supranational ones, gives a rather divided and retarded response to
Russia's war against Ukraine, which indicates the decline of European values.
