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strictions will be lifted. Some experts believe that when the NBU releases the exchange 

rate, the hryvnia will begin to fall rapidly, regardless of when it happens. The occu-

piers caused great damage to the Ukrainian economy. After the war, significant funds 

will be needed for its reconstruction, so the National Bank should increase the money 

supply by issuing money. 

We can conclude that the devaluation of the hryvnia will continue even after the 

end of the war. Thanks to the NBU, the exchange rate of the national currency did not 

jump too high in the first weeks of the war. Currently, the National Bank keeps the 

hryvnia at a stable level, but due to speculators, the exchange rate is unstable and may 

exceed UAH 40/dollar. Ukraine is quite a strong state, and now every country is con-

vinced of this. After we kick russia out of our territories, we will immediately start re-

building the economy. 
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The United Nations was created in 1945 at the end of World War II. Its predeces-

sor was the League of Nations, which was formed in 1919. During the First World 

War, the idea arose to create an international organization to develop world coopera-

tion and ensure world peace. However, bureaucracy and the lack of a clear mechanism 

for decision-making and concerted action led to the weakening of the League of Na-
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tions and its eventual collapse. The League of Nations did not cope with its main func-

tion, and therefore ended its activity in 1946. 

The first plans to create a new international organization appeared in the USA. 

Franklin Delano Roosevelt proposed the name «United Nations» for the allied organi-

zation. The UN conference began to operate on April 25, 1945 in San Francisco. In 

June 1945, Ukraine and Belarus joined the UN, because these states suffered the most 

during the Second World War. The United Nations officially began its activities on 

October 24, 1945, after the approval of the Charter by the permanent members of the 

Security Council – the USSR, the USA, China, France and Great Britain. The head-

quarters of the UN is located in New York (USA). Branches of the UN Secretariat are 

located in Geneva, Nairobi, and Vienna [1]. 

The United Nations consists of the following main bodies: the General Assembly, 

the UN Security Council, the UN Economic and Social Council, the UN International 

Court of Justice and the UN Secretariat [1]. The General Assembly is the main body of 

the Assembly of the United Nations. It includes all member states of the UN. The Se-

curity Council maintains peace. The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOR) deals 

with economic and social development. ECOSOR includes 54 UN members who are 

elected for three years. The International Court of Justice is the main judicial body of 

the UN, founded in 1945. It is located in The Hague, Netherlands (MC), located in 

The Hague. The Secretariat of the United Nations researches, collects funds and in-

formation that the UN needs, and also carries out various instructions. 

The financing of the UN is based on the contributions of the member states. At 

the expense of these funds, the two-year budget of the organization is drawn up, and 

the contribution of each member of the UN is also calculated. 

Since the UN was created to ensure peace, the organization has its own peace-

keeping forces. UN peacekeeping forces are professional military personnel of UN 

member states whose main task is to eliminate threats to world peace in various ways. 

The goal of UN military forces is to stop military conflicts; creating conditions that 

will help resolve disputes; organization of humanitarian actions; monitoring the main-

tenance of law and order in the conflict zone [2]. 

UN peacekeeping operations have spread to the period of the «cold war», when 

the world was on the verge of a real armed conflict. Peacekeepers were involved if the 

Security Council set the task of monitoring the ceasefire. At the end of the Cold War, 

the UN began to radically change the nature of peacekeeping missions, including adding 

more non-military peacekeeping elements. UN peacekeepers helped El Salvador and 

Mozambique learn how to maintain peace. There have also been many failures, including 

allowing genocide in Rwanda and mass killings in Bosnia and Herzegovina. 

One of the problems faced by the UN is the low number of people willing to par-

ticipate in peacekeeping missions among countries. States do not see any interest in 

this, so they simply help financially. 

The military offensive of the Russian Federation on Ukrainian territory violates 

the principles and goals defined in the UN Charter since its signing in 1945. The war 

has several phases – it is the illegal annexation of Crimea, the armed conflict in Don-

bas (2014–2022) and the full-scale war of Russia against Ukraine, which began on 

February 24, 2022. Therefore, the very first steps of the UN Security Council to pre-
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vent a war in Ukraine should have been related to Russia’s annexation of the Ukrainian 

Crimea in 2014. However, this UN body has not demonstrated any effectiveness in 

this area. 

According to I. Kus, an expert on international politics of the Ukrainian Institute 

for the Future, the UN Security Council was not only unable, but also had no opportu-

nity to prevent the annexation of Crimea, since the «design» of the UN did not foresee 

such mechanisms at all. On March 13, 2014, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopted 

an Address to the UN, in which it was noted that the Russian Federation is trying to 

annex part of the territory of Ukraine and will resort to an unprovoked act of aggres-

sion. Even then it was obvious that Russia’s actions contradicted not only the interna-

tional norms of maintaining security, but also valid bilateral treaties, as well as the 

«spirit and letter» of the international guarantees to Ukraine recorded in the Budapest 

Memorandum [3]. 

In response to this appeal, the UN initiated a discussion of the issue and a resolu-

tion on the issue of Crimea in Ukraine, however, despite the fact that the majority of 

Security Council members (13 countries) supported the resolution, since the Russian 

Federation is a permanent member of the Security Council, it managed to use its right 

of veto and block the Council’s decision Security of the UN, which was disadvanta-

geous for them to settle the conflict. The Security Council is a collective body of the 

UN, which is called to ensure peace and security in the world, but which, unfortunate-

ly, does not fulfill its mission or fulfills it insufficiently. The impotence of the UN Se-

curity Council was clearly demonstrated in the situation of Russia’s armed aggression 

against Ukraine, which began in 2014 and not only did not subside, but resulted in a 

full-scale war that threatens to turn into an international nuclear conflict. 

It is the lack of effective actions by the world community, led by the UN, in re-

sponse to Russia’s annexation of the Ukrainian Crimea, Russia’s armed aggression 

and terrorist acts in the Ukrainian Donbas since 2014 that have strengthened this ter-

rorist country’s confidence in its impunity. The result was the biggest war in Europe, 

the open genocide of the Ukrainian people by the Russians, many victims and destruc-

tion in Ukraine, as well as a serious threat to the security of UN member states, espe-

cially European countries. As of 2022, which has passed entirely under the auspices of 

Russia’s criminal war and terrorism on the continent, this country is still not expelled 

from the membership of the United Nations, which gives it the power to promise and 

block any decisions of the organization to ensure the security of the world. 

The reasons for such ineffectiveness of the Security Council and the UN as a 

whole lie in the imperfect, bureaucratized mechanism of this organization’s work. We 

support the opinion of Ukrainian scientists and diplomats, who are convinced that the 

UN must either be reformed (and Ukraine has already developed initiatives in this re-

gard), or else this organization will face the fate of the League of Nations, which 

ceased to exist after World War II because it could not prevent this war that left half of 

Europe in ruins [4]. 
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Що таке «Європейська цивілізація» як частина історичної парадигми? Як 

розуміють проблематику питання «Захід – майбутнє» в Україні? Чи є Революція 

Гідності «революцією цивілізацій»? Як інформаційне протистояння загострює 

міжцивілізаційні конфлікти сучасності? Означені питання бачимо як завдання 

цього матеріалу. 

Звертаючись до аналізу джерел і літератури щодо розуміння парадигми 

«Європейської цивілізації» як такої, цікавим є те, що саме ця цивілізація стала 

однією з найуспішніших з подібних «моделей розвитку цивілізацій». Як зазначає 

американський дослідник Ніл Фергюсон у своїй роботі «Цивілізація. Як Захід 

став успішним»: «…ще на початку XV століття лише думка про те, що наступ-

ні п’ять століть Захід домінуватиме над рештою світу, здалася б дуже див-

ною. А втім це сталося…» [1]. Спираючись на попередні слова, можна вказати, 

що включно до початку XV століття так звана «Європейська цивілізація» була 

відносно «відсталою», або «цивілізацією минулих днів». Після заглиблення у 

історичний дискурс одразу постає питання: «Які ж є новітні конфронтації між 

цивілізаціями?». 
Відповідаючи на запитання про новітні міжцивілізаційні протистояння, слід 

згадати про найбільший у контексті «Українського питання» конфлікт сучаснос-
ті – початково це були події Революції Гідності, які переросли до глибшої кон-
фронтації представників прозахідної цивілізації (України) та контактної «путін-
сько-просхідної» (Російської Федерації). На думку авторки статті, найяскравішим 
прикладом «цивілізаційного розлому» (за Семюелом Хантінґтоном [5]), або «ци-
вілізаційної конфронтації», є саме події Революції Гідності. Конфронтація готу-
валась і нагніталась зокрема і через інформаційну війну Московії проти України 
(з 2010-х рр. Кремль активно проводить політику «Українці насправді росіяни», 
«В усьому винний загниваючий Захід» у своїх ЗМІ). Тому слід зазначити ще од-
ну статтю про події Революції Гідності, де згадано про витоки революційних по-
дій в Україні [3]. Із початку «Євромайдану» різко загострюється інформаційне 
протистояння Московії та України (репрезентація подій Майдану як цивілізацій-
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
