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alternatives to the western path of development, the values of Western society,
primarily fascism and communism.

Unfortunately, the new ideas and plans that emerged from the experience
of the Great War, in particular the creation of the United States of Europe on the
basis of national equality and peaceful coexistence of large and small nations,
the democratization and humanization of the continent, remained the subject of
discussion and debate for a long time in the midst of European intellectuals who
have not survived a confrontation with totalitarianism. And just after going
through the trials of the Second World War and the rigid ideological split in the
postwar years, at the end of the 20th - the beginning of the 21st century, we
witnessed the construction of a truly democratic, united Europe, which today
represents the European Union.

In this article, the events of Lokarn conference are researching, which
was from 5 till 16 of October 1925 in the Lokarn city, Switzerland. Its
participants are .. summarised prolonged negotiation about border warranties,
which had a place in Europe after World War 1. Special attention was given to
the reason for negotiations and their result. It was reviewed in details which
item was in this agreement, pluses and minuses of that. Locarn conference put
the actions of European nations into the dependence of Liga Nation in the case
of threat of aggression or attempt to start the war. The security of eastern boards
of Germany was not guaranteed, so that causes the problems in relationships
between it and eastern European countries. In general Lokarn conference was
making a system of European security which was based not on military-political
unions, but on a guarantee and arbitration agreements. According to the
decision of the conference, Great Britain became the main arbitrate in western
Europe. The same time conference certified that Germany reached to have equal
rights in relationships with other European countries and made the first step on
the way to revise of Versal agreement.
