The
implications of this union for the two states are shown. The conclusions analyze the importance
of a military-political alliance and that lessons can be drawn from this.

Abstract. The historical memory of the Warsaw Battle of 1920 is outlined. It has been
found that, on the one hand, collective memory acts as a cognition of the past, extends and
consolidates relevant memory meanings that contribute to nation-building, on the other - it itself
is categorized and formatted under the influence of appropriate memory policy.
