Abstract. Metal products are one of the most studied categories of archaeological
sources in general, however, there are cultures for which such products are very rare. Such a
culture is Babin. Among the few list of metal jewelry from Babinets, the hryvnia is least likely to
occur. Considering the small number of hryvnias found during excavations, the article discusses
the earlier finds already described by scientists found on the territory of Priazovye and Dnieper
in the burial grounds of the Babin culture and presents the hypothesis of the semantic load of
this product as an element of a funeral rite.
